Madalyn enjoyed traveling to Mexico and Canada as well as other areas in the
United States. Madalyn tended many trees and wildflowers in her front yard
and road ditch, and she shared these with others.



Madalyn was a member of the St. Augustine Catholic Church and a past
member of Sigma Alpha Chi Sorority.

Madalyn is survived by her husband, Joseph, and numerous godchildren.

Madalyn was preceded in death by her parents.
